“Mayor Mallory will provide the
leadership that we need to ensure that cities
partner with the Census Bureau to achieve the
most accurate possible count.”

ulation estimates to distribute $300 billion in
funding annually. In addition, retailers, financial

institutions and other private sector investors rely

on census population estimates to make invest—
ment decisions. Census estimates can also con—
tribute to the perception of a city, signaling eco—
nomic prosperity and opportunity or forecasting
stagnation and decline.

In 1999, the Conference of Mayors ob—
tained and analyzed information from 34 cities in
order to estimate the impact of the 1990 census
undercount on cities, and to estimate the proba—
ble impact of similar inaccuracies in the 2000
census. The survey estimates that undercounts
represented an average of four percent of the to
tal populations of the survey cities during the
1990s. Twenty of the cities estimated that the
same level of inaccuracy in the next census
would result in cumulative federal and state
funding losses of at least
$677 million over the
