Cleveland Museum of Art’s 2010-11 VIVA & Gala Series
Welcomes 21 Performances from 10 Countries

CLEVELAND — The Cleveland Museum of
Art’s 2010-11 VIVA & Gala performing arts series
will launch in October with an ambitious schedule of
programs that takes audiences around the globe. VIVA
& Gala has built a reputation among regional audi-
ences for bringing one-of-a-kind artists to Cleveland ,
and the upcoming season is no exception, with 21 per-
formances from 10 different countries.

This year’s lineup ranges from the 50-member
mixed choir State Symphony Capella of Russia and
the Nrityagram Dance Ensemble of India to master
Chinese musician Yang Wei and Grammy Award-win-
ning Mariachi Los Camperos of Mexico . In a first, the
museum has partnered with The Cleveland Orchestra
in a unique, three-concert collaboration to bring a pro-

gram of chamber works by I-
talian composers to Gartner
Auditorium.

The season also will boast
a distinctly Latin flair, with a
four-concert miniseries of Lati-
na performers, and three en-
sembles from Cuba, who will
bring the island’s music and
dance to Cleveland for the first
time following seven years of
restricted U.S. entry for Cuban
artists. Several free concerts al-
so are featured, including the
first organ recital at the muse-
um in more than five years, de-
signed to celebrate the restora-
tion of Gartner Auditorium’s
McMyler organ, and two per-
formances featuring ensembles
