rights. She served as the President and
board member of the OCA Columbus
Chapter for six years. She organized the
establishment of the Asian American
Soldier Historical Marker for the Bicen-
tennial Celebration of the State of Ohio
in 2003. She organized a series of signa-
ture events for the Asian American com-
munity, including a gala recognizing
Asian American Leadership in 2006,
Youth Hate Crime Prevention Confer-
ence in 2007, and Women’s Votes
Women’s Voices in 2008. She also
served as a language interpreter for the
Asian American Community Services.
She is one of the recipients of the Wom-
an Making History Award from The
Franklin County Board of Commission-

bott. She is the inventor of 9 US Patents,
27 International Patents, and 26 peer-re-
viewed scientific research publications.
She is the wife of Dr. Siu-Leung Lee, and
mother of two pediatricians - Dr. Joan
Lee and Dr. Adrienne Lee.
