COLUMBUS - Connect Ohio is
pleased to announce the completion of a
new Every Citizen Online (ECO)
self-paced basic computer and Internet
training website. The new design is sim-
plified and user-friendly - specifically
helpful for first-time computer and Inter-
net users. Ohio adults taking advantage of
the Every Citizen Online training are eli-
gible to receive special high-speed Inter-
net service and computer retailsavings.

More than 21,500 Ohioans have al-
ready completed Every Citizen Online ba-
sic computer and Internet training since
the program’s launch. The free 6-hour
training is helping area adults connect and
communicate in ways many people take
for granted. Coursework covers computer
basics, an introduction to the Internet and
e-mail, and howbroadband can be helpful
in daily life. Of the Every Citizen Online
participants surveyed, 70% say they in-
tend to buy a computer and 87% say they
will likely subscribe to broadband service
in the future.

free netbook with year subscription) and
discounts toward computer purchases
(starting at $119) from partner companies
supporting the broadband training initia-
tive.

Program trainees come from a wide
range of backgrounds, including small
business owners, persons interested in in-
creasing their education, job seekers, and
seniors who have waited to adopt technol-
ogy.

Sherry Bocook, a 50-year-old Every
Citizen Online participant, recently com-
pleted the training after losing her job due
to a lack of computer skills.

“I didn’t know what to expect, but I
really enjoyed it,” said Bocook. “I need
computer skills. I’m here to learn Word,
to cut and paste to make a resume, and to
e-mail. This (class) is a great resource.
There should be more people here! I know
a lot who could benefit from it.”

Connect Ohio has partnered with
nearly 300 libraries, community colleges,
adult-education programs, workforce cen-
ters, YMCAs, and Goodwill Industries lo-
cations across the state to offer the free
training.

The Every Citizen Online digital lit-
eracy project, which is funded by the Na-
tional Telecommunication and Informa-
tion Agency (NTIA)’s Broadband Tech-
nology Opportunities Program, plans to
train 200,000 state residents and to gener-
ate 75,000 new broadband adopters in O-
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hio. The scope of the 3-year program in-
cludes thousands of training hours, more
than 2,000 new computers provided to
partner locations to upgrade community
access points, and to stimulate job cre-
ation and economic growth.
