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Ambassador Cui: "I think I should be hoping
for more than that, not just a pause in tension,
but really serious rethinking of the very founda—
tion of this important relationship."
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Ambassador Cui: "I think we have to really
make a distinction between some of the people
who are politically so much and? narrowly polit—
ically motivated on the one hand, and the Chi—
nese and American people on the other hand...
hopefully the wish of the people will eventually
prevail."
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Ambassador Cui:First, China has the right to
develop and modernize, this right is inevitable.
Number 2, China has to develop and modernize
along its own path, and this China path is based
on China’s conditions rooted in Chinese cul—
tures?and meet the needs of its people.Number 3,
China’s development is not to challenge or re—
place the U.S. in the world. This has never been
our intention. And there’s still such a gap in
terms of economic, military and scientific power
between China and U.S.
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Ambassador Cui: "As
far as China is concerned,
we have been quite con—

sistent, we always stand

for dialogue and we are supportive and open to
all kinds of mechanisms."
