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Parade of Flags at 75th One World Day

Cleveland, OH - Since 1945 the Cleve-
land Cultural Gardens Federation (CCGF) has
celebrated One World Day exemplifying the
theme of the Gardens: “Peace through Mutual
Understanding." One of the most popular annual
traditions is the Parade of Flags.

The Parade of Flags is like the Olympics
opening ceremony. People in colorful traditional
costumes will carry flags of their heritage and
march down MLK Blvd. from the Irish Garden
toward the Italian Garden. One of each of their
flags will be placed in a holder at the new Cen-
tennial Peace Plaza culminating in a striking and
colorful example of Cleveland s ethnic diversity.
The 75th annual One World Day in the Cleveland
Cultural Gardens will be held on Sunday August
29,2021 from 11 AM - 6PM on both East Blvd
and MLK Boulevard. The Parade of Flags will
step off at noon. One World Day was cancelled in
2020 because of the pandemic but pictures and
videos from the 2019 Parade are at http://www.

The popular Parade of Flags promises to be
the largest and most diverse parade in recent
memory. CCGF President Dr. Wael Khoury is
leading an aggressive effort to include nations in
the Parade who are not yet represented by a Gar-
den. Expect to see units from the Indonesian,
Dutch, Brazilian, Japanese, Scottish and other
communities marching in the Parade of Flags a-

long with representatives of the 30 or so commu-
nities that already have a Garden.

Not only will dozens of heritages be repre-
sented but a diverse group of TV personalities
will serve as MCs for the Parade. We are honored
to have Chris Tanaka (Ch. 19 anchor) returning as
MC. This year we will also have Danielle Wig-
gins (Ch. 3 morning anchor), Tracy Carloss (Ch.
5 weekend anchor) and Maia Belay (Ch. 8 re-
porter) serving as co-MCs. That’s the kind of re-
spect and cooperation that One World Day gener-
ates.

One World Day has been the official event
of the Cleveland Cultural Gardens Federation
since 1946. As always, it is free and open to the
public and offers free parking. Attendees will
have dozens of choices for cultural entertainment,
ethnic food and drink, tours, demonstrations and
shopping.

BBB Fraud Watch Scammers Pose as US
Customs and Border Protection in New Scam

Fake package delivery scams are not a new
scam. However, the scam has recently become
very popular again, beginning with fake delivery
text scams in 2020. Scammers have now changed
how they perform this scam. Instead of delivery
companies, scammers now pose as US Customs
and Border Protection. BBB ScamTracker has re-
ceived many reports in the past weeks about this
scam. US Customs and Border Protection has also
issued a warning to the public in regards to this
scam, as well.

In this scam, you receive a call, email or
text from US Customs and Border Patrol. The
scammer says that US Customs have received a
package addressed to you. If you reply, the scam-
mers will tell you the package contained a mas-
sive sweepstakes, or lottery, prize in your name.
However, to receive your winnings, you need to
pay a huge fee for special shipping labels. They
ask for your personal or banking information in
order to pay or “verify your identity,” but they are
just using it to steal your identity and your money.

One Cleveland resident was almost a victim
to this scam in June 2021. The victim received a
call from someone named Kimberly from “US
Customs Service.” Kimberly told the victim that
US Customs had a check of the victim’s win-
nings from a lottery, sent from someone named
Sidney Australia. Kimberly said to call back and
left a claim number for the victim to collect their
winnings. The victim identified the call as a scam
and called BBB to report it.

How you can avoid US Customs and Bor-
der Protection Impostors:

Beware of unsolicited calls, texts and e-
mails. No matter who they say they are, stay cau-
tious, and don’t give out your personal informa-
tion.

You won’t win a sweepstakes you haven’t
entered. The sweepstakes angle is just a ploy to
get your attention. No matter how convincing
they sound, you unfortunately haven’t won any-
thing.

The government is not calling you. Govern-
ment agencies typically reach out by mail, so
they’re unlikely to contact you by phone, email
and text. Do not trust a name or badge number.
Multiple consumers state the scammer provided a
name and badge number, but it’s just an attempt

to gain your trust.

Spread the word about these scams. When
you learn about new scams, tell people, especially
those you believe may be targeted by scammers.
The more people are aware of these scams, the
fewer victims there will be. If you encounter a
