Mayor Justin M. Bibb and his team are pleased
to invite the community to the
Lakefront Future Forum on Monday, August 5,
2024, from 4 to 7 p.m. on Mall C, located next
to City Hall on Lakeside Avenue in Downtown
Cleveland.

“The North
Coast Connector - a reimagining of OH-2, a
pedestrian bridge, and a new transit station - is
a critical piece of enabling infrastructure that
will unlock Cleveland's lakefront for both public
access and economic de velopment opportuni-
ties.”

As a City and as a region, the lakefront has
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been underutilized and inaccessible for years.
The North Coast Connector and the North
Coast Master Plan represent a comprehensive
and actionable strategy to fundamentally
change how Cleveland interacts with our great
lake. The planning process for these projects
has been, and will continue to be, developed
through community input from every neigh-
borhood in the city.
