Governor DeWine signs bill creating
Brigadier General Charles Young Memorial His-
torical Corridor.

Governor DeWine signed House Bill 253,
designating 85 miles of Ohio roadway from
Greene County to Brown County as the Brigadier
General Charles Young Memorial Historical Cor-
ridor.

Governor DeWine signed the bill in front of
the Charles Young Buffalo Soldiers National
Monument in Wilberforce, where the newly desig-
nated corridor starts along U.S. 42 in Greene
County. The corridor then follows U.S. 68 into
Clinton County to U.S. 62 in Brown County, end-
ing at the Simon Kenton Memorial Bridge near
Ripley, where Brigadier General Young spent
most of his childhood.

"Today we acknowledge Brigadier General
Young's tremendous achievements, not only in O-
hio but throughout the United States and the
world," said Governor DeWine. "With the desig-
nation of this new corridor today, those who travel
through this region will have the opportunity to
learn about and remember Brigadier General
Young and his military service, which brought
honor to Ohio and the rest of the country."

Ohio Lt. Governor Jon Husted, who serves
as director of the Governor’s Office of Workforce
Transformation, announced that more than
100,000 credentials have been awarded since the
start of the TechCred program. This milestone
demonstrates Ohio employers' demand for the
skills needed to keep up with modern and fu-
ture-forward technology.

“Back in 2019, we recognized the need to
help Ohio's workforce develop the skills to com-
pete in a tech-infused economy,” said Lt. Gover-
nor Husted. “That's why we created TechCred—to
more rapidly build a skilled workforce that bene-
fits Ohio businesses, workers, and the economy.
This milestone demonstrates that our investment
in TechCred has been embraced by people across
Ohio as they compete for economic success.”

In addition to this milestone, Lt. Governor
Husted announced the results of the May round of
TechCred in which 518 employers were awarded,
providing the opportunity for Ohioans to earn
6,612 tech-focused credentials. This round marks
the most employers and credentials awarded since
the program’s start in 2019.

The current and 27th application period for
Ohio employers opened July 1, 2024, and will
close on July 31, 2024 at 3 p.m. Apply now at
TechCred.Ohio.Gov.

Governor DeWine and Lt. Governor Husted
provided remarks at the Council of State Govern-
ments' 78th Midwestern Legislative Conference,
where legislators from 11 Midwestern states and
four Canadian provinces gathered to collaborate
and learn in a bipartisan setting.

From 2019 through the second quarter of

2024, the Midwestern Legislative Caucus region
won 36% (44 of 122) of all megadeals (by the
2021 definition in ORC of $1B+ or $75M pay-
roll), while representing 19% of U.S. population
(63M of 333M). Ohio led the region with 13
megadeals.

Governor DeWine and Lt. Governor Husted
announced new grant funding through CyberOhio
to assist local government entities with cybersecu-
rity software and services to boost their prepared-
ness and resilience.

A total of $7 million is now available as part
of Ohio’s new CyberOhio Local Government
Grant Program.

"Today we are taking another crucial step to
ensuring our local government partners are pro-
tected against cyber threats from around the
world,” said Governor DeWine. "These threats are
constantly changing, and we must help Ohio stay
ahead.”

“Technology is infused into almost all gov-
ernment services because it improves the way we
serve our customers and saves money, but that al-
so means we need to protect those services from
bad actors," said Lt. Governor Husted. "It's vital
that local government partners across Ohio have
the resources they need to protect our citizens and
show companies across the country that Ohio is a
safe and secure environment to bring their busi-
ness."

The one-day conference, hosted by Opportu-
nities for Ohioans with Disabilities, showcased
ways to make Ohio’s businesses, communities,
venues, and attractions accessible and inclusive
for all Ohioans, including Ohioans with disabili-
ties.

One no-
table example shows a pro-
cession similar to that de-
scribed in the highly praised
Ng?¢ L? drum. “This drum
varies in that it depicts four
sets of men in procession

with feathered headgear, rather than two, as
in other drums. Also, each set comprises
three or four people none of whom appear to

be armed. The posture
of the men was inter-
preted as that they
were participating in a
dance rather than a
military ceremony.
This can be interpret- .
ed as signs of peace
and friendship. If so,
this would fit in with
the overall themes of !
all of our cultural gar-
dens, namely, accord
and harmony.

so they were considered effective as prayers for
rain, for good harvest and rituals, such as weddings
and funerals.

Finally they may have been used to warn of impend-
ing attacks by outside powers and then to rally
M the defenders.

The second item is the Map Stone. (Also pic-
tured with this article.) This shows Viet Nam as
one united country with an upper northern half

1975 when the War ended and both
parts were joined, this was a desired
goal of all Vietnamese. Certainly
visitors from all provinces of Viet-
nam journeying today to Cleveland
can find this stone map as accept-
¢ able and satisfactory, despite past
conflicts, which had torn the people
apart. .

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Governor DeWine Appoints Fred Ransier as Eastern Gateway Community
College Conservator,Five—-member Governance Authority also appointed

(COLUMBUS, Ohio)—Ohio Governor
Mike DeWine announced today that Fred Ransier
has been appointed to the role of Conservator of
Eastern Gateway Community College. Effective
Aug. 1, Ransier will assume the management of
the college and oversee the dissolution and closure
process, as previously approved by the Eastern
Gateway Board of Trustees.

Fred-Ransier

Ransier is a retired partner from Vorys,
Sater, Seymour and Pease LLP (Vorys) Columbus
office and a renowned Chapter 7 bankruptcy attor-
ney. He has served as a Bankruptcy Trustee for the
Southern District of Ohio since 1988 and has rep-

resented numerous clients in commercial and real
estate matters over his career. Ransier received his
J.D. from The Ohio State University Moritz Col-
lege of Law and his B.A. from Central State Uni-
versity. He resides in Franklin County.

The Eastern Gateway Board of Trustees vot-
ed earlier this year to formally withdraw their ac-
creditation from the Higher Learning Commission
and dissolve the college following their final
semester. Students not eligible for graduation have
been given significant transfer options through ne-
gotiated agreements with multiple academic insti-
tutions.

“Our first priority was making sure that all of
the affected students were taken care of. We
worked with Eastern Gateway and other institu-
tions to ensure students could transfer as smoothly
as possible,” said Governor DeWine. “As we
move forward with Fred Ransier as Conservator,
and eventually shift to a Governance Authority to
manage this closure, I have full confidence that all
parties will proceed in a thoughtful way.”

Pursuant to statute, management of the col-
lege dissolution and closure process is required to
transition from a conservatorship to a five-mem-
ber Governance Authority within 30 days.

Governor DeWine also today named his
appointments to this Governance Authority:
Kimberly Murnieks - Chairperson
(Delaware County)

Murnieks currently serves as Director of the
Ohio Office of Budget and Management.

Thomas D’ Anniballe (Jefferson County)

D’ Anniballe is a CPA who serves as the Fi-
nance Chair of the Eastern Gateway Community
College Board of Trustees.

Gregory White (Lake County)

White is a former Lorain County Prosecutor,
former United States Attorney for the Northern
District of Ohio, and former United States Magis-
trate Judge.

Mike Halleck (Columbiana County)

Halleck currently serves as President of the
Columbiana County Commissioners.

Kimberly Bates—Bozich (Jefferson County)

Bates-Bozich is the former co-owner of

Bozich Food Services and Corporate Secretary at
Bates Amusement Inc.
The Governance Authority will assume the re-
sponsibilities of the dissolution and closure pro-
cess effective Aug. 29, with the advice and con-
sent of the Ohio Senate.

“While every effort was made to avoid clo-
sure, | believe that this was the right decision and
that the best interests of the students and taxpayers
of Ohio were properly served,” said Sen. Jerry
Cirino (R-Kirtland), Chairman of the Senate High-
er Education Committee.

“As the Chairman of the House Higher Edu-
cation Committee, it is unfortunate that Eastern
Gateway Community College is closing their
doors, but we must put the best interests of the
students first,” said Rep. Tom Young (R-Wash-
ington Township). “Fortunately, Ohio has many
great public institutions to assist in this transition.
I especially want to thank Youngstown State Uni-
versity, which has helped students transfer pro-
grams and continue their higher education goals.
We must move on from this unfortunate situation
with the best interest of these students above all
and a willingness to support them.”

Eastern Gateway has faced significant finan-
cial and academic challenges in recent years. In a-
cademic year 2023-2024, the state Controlling
Board approved three state subsidy advances to
the college. The advances allowed the college to
successfully finish the academic year, avoiding a
mid-academic year shutdown that would have
been highly disruptive for students.

Given the Eastern Gateway Board of
Trustee’s prior decision to dissolve following
their final semester, the appointment of a Conser-
vator and Governance Authority will allow for an
orderly dissolution and closure of the college.
